I. Meeting Called to Order 
Chair Susan Cuthrell called the meeting to order at 9:00AM.
Board Members Present: Chair Susan Cuthrell, Vice Chair Jeanette Deese, Secretary Dale Gillikin, Member Marjorie Holland, and Member Gerald Godette
Staff Members Present: Director Caitlin Sabadish and Deputy Director Margot Burke

II. Sample Hand to Eye Audit – Broad Creek and North River Precincts
Bipartisan teams consisting of two Democrat and two Republican representatives conducted a Hand to Eye Audit of the March 3, 2020 Presidential Primary Election mandated by the State in accordance to G.S. § 163-182.1(b) (1) (former G.S. § 163A-1166(b) (1)). This audit was conducted on all ballots processed on Election Day in the Broad Creek and North River precincts. The Sample Hand to Eye audit results and the results from the final tapes from the DS200 tabulators on Election night matched exactly with no discrepancies.


III. Review of Provisional Ballots
Director Sabadish and Deputy Director Burke presented 170 provisional ballots with their recommendation to the Board. Member Holland made a motion to approve 53 provisional ballots, partially approve five provisional ballots, and to not approve 112 provisional ballots. The motion was seconded by Secretary Gillikin and the motion was passed unanimously. The ballots that were partially approved were duplicated by the Board to reflect the races in which the voters were eligible to vote. Four provisional ballots required additional research to be conducted by staff and would be presented to the Board at the next meeting to be held on March 11, 2020.


IV. [bookmark: _GoBack]Review and recommendation of 13 Supplemental Absentee Ballots
27 supplemental absentee ballots were received and reviewed. Of the 27 supplemental absentee ballots reviewed, 27 of them were civilian. Vice Chair Deese made a motion to approve the 27 civilian supplemental absentee ballots for a total of 27. This motion was seconded by Member Godette and approved by majority, Member Holland abstained. The total on the supplemental absentee DS200 tabulator is 39.


V. Adjournment 
A motion was made by Secretary Gillikin to adjourn the meeting. This motion was seconded by Member Godette and the motion was carried unanimously.
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
